On the Mackenzie River and Great Slave Lake, rates shall apply only on shipments 
consisting of a single product from one point or origin to one delivery at one destination 
amounting to 115,000 litres or over.  Single product volumes below 115,000 litres will be rated 
at the base tariff for the respective destination as stipulated in NTCL Tariff No. 1003 and any 
of its subsequent versions.

Rates are divided into two rate groupings, Distillates and Low Flash.

Distillates group includes, but is not limited to, diesel fuels (all kinds) and Jet A fuels (all 
kinds).  Low Flash group includes, but is not limited to, motor gasolines(all kinds), turbo fuels 
(all kinds) and aviation gasolines (all kinds).

Rates are expressed in Canadian cents per litre.
